Instructions for Use

TufBond UR 15 can be injected by two methods.

1. Single piston pump that is equipped for high
pressure. The resin will react with the water in the
structure and form a foam.

2. Twin piston pump: water/resin ratio can be
varied to form different density foams.

Always make sure that the material is homogeneous,
shake well.
