Product Description 
TufFlex PS Primer is a solvent based primer with 
excellent penetration and bonding on to the substrate. 
This is designed mainly to use in conjunction with 
polysulphide based sealants. Due to the highly 
penetrating nature of TufFlex PS Primer, staining 
may occur on some surfaces. It is therefore advisable 
to check a small sample area prior to priming the full 
area.

Instructions for Use 
Joint faces to be primed must be completely dry and 
free of dirt, dust, and cement laitance and all other 
deleterious substances. This is best achieved by grit 
or sand blasting. Wire brushing may also be used 
followed by blowing out with compressed air. It is 
important to ensure that the joint arises are structural 
sound as failure of the joint may occur in this area.  

Only decant as much primer as will be used on that 
day. Use clean containers and a clean brush. 
Liberally apply the primer onto the joint arises. 
Allow this to become tack free before applying the 
TufFlex PS250 polysulphide sealant. If the joint is 
not sealed within 3-4 hours re-priming may be 
required. 

Coverage  
Coverage varies according to porosity and wastage. 
On concrete TufFlex PS Primer will cover 13m2 per 
litre. For estimation purposes, 1 litre is usually  

 
sufficient for 9 no. 4 litre units of TufFlex PS 250 
gun or pouring grade 

Packaging & Storage. 
TufFlex PS Primer is supplied in 1 litre units and it 
has a minimum shelf life of 12 months provided it is 
stored under cover, out of direct sunlight.
